Applications are invited from individuals and community organisations for arts projects that address the aims of the Trust - promoting peace, justice, and care for the environment.

Funding Categories

In 2011, the Peace Trust will offer one major grant of up to $10,000 - deadline - Monday, 16th May
Applications for minor grants of up to $1,500 will be considered throughout the year.
Applicants may apply to the Peace Trust for part funding of a project, if funding from other sources is approved.

Background

The Graham F Smith Peace Trust is a grassroots, non-profit organisation, which is totally staffed by volunteers. It was established in 1989 to provide the opportunity to continue the work of Graham, who spent his life working for peace, justice, human rights and the dignity of labour.

The Trust supports arts projects that accord with one or more of the following objects: 
· Promote peace and justice at family, community and international level 

· Lead to the end of injustice, racial tension, oppression and discrimination 

· Increase understanding and cooperation between political, racial and ethnic groups 

· Support the right of Indigenous people to economic self-determination 

· Educate the public in Australia about the alternatives to war as a means of solving international disputes 

· Promote the care of the environment 

· Support oppressed people to control their environment for their daily needs

· Promote ecologically sustainable development 

 Who Can Apply?

Applications will be accepted from individuals and community organisations that propose art projects that can demonstrate: 

· aims compatible with the Peace Trust’s vision – ‘Working for Peace through the Arts’ 
· accord with one or more of the objects of the Trust

· that funds will be used to support artists to create/present new work

and may also

· have the potential to touch many people – not only preach to the converted

· have the project process equally as important as the outcome

· include the possibility of working collaboratively with other individuals/groups/organisations

· include an education component

· involve a process of documentation

What to submit

Applying for a Peace Trust Grant is a two-stage process. The first stage involves the submission of a written application. Submissions are then short-listed and applicants may be asked to submit further material in support of their project.

Applications must include the following:

1) Completed Application Form (attached)

2) Maximum two-page outline addressing the following:

• a description of the project

• how the project addresses one or more of the objectives of the Peace Trust

3) Detailed budget (please use the attached template)

and may include one or more of the following items of support material:

4) A one page Curriculum Vitae per artist

5) Up to six printed images

6) Up to 3 minutes of support material on DVD

7) Audio CD

All support material should be clearly labelled with the project name and relevant contact details.  Please do not send originals as support material will not be returned.
Selection Process

The Trust Management Committee appoints an independent committee of arts practitioners to review the grant applications and make recommendations on funding for projects in accordance with the above points. 

The Trust may choose not to fund any of the submissions presented in a particular year.
